
 

 

  

Hypoport is planning to go public  
 
A strong first half 2007 fortifies Hypoport's plans  to go public in the Prime 
Standard segment / Commerzbank and LBBW to manage t he IPO for Hypoport AG  
  

 
Berlin, 12 September 2007 – The Hypoport Group can look back on a successful first half 2007. Revenues 
increased by 92.1 percent from t€ 9,901 to t€ 19,022 (2006 overall: t€ 26,286). Earnings improved even more 
considerably:  Earnings before interest and taxes (EBIT) increased to t€ 3,250 following t€ -7 in the same period 
last year (2006 overall: t€ 4,620).  
The Management Board is planning to take the company public in the fourth quarter 2007 to finance its further 
growth: "Our positive business development underlines the success of our growth strategy. We are convinced 
that an IPO will provide further positive momentum to our business", according to Prof. Dr. Thomas Kretschmar, 
Co-CEO of Hypoport AG, Berlin. The issue volume has not yet been determined. Structurally, about two thirds of 
the offered shares will be created from a capital increase by the company; about one third will originate from 
existing shareholders. As such, the majority of the capital increase will be channelled into the company. 

 
Commerzbank and Landesbank Baden-Württemberg (LBBW) have been engaged as joint lead managers to 
prepare the public offering in the Prime Standard segment.  
 
The appeal of the business model is also confirmed by Deutsche 
Postbank AG, which invested in a stake of about 9.9 percent in Hypoport 
AG in March 2007. This minority stake acquired by Postbank confirms its 
serious interest in Hypoport even before the company's IPO – while at the 
same time preserving the independence that is crucial to Hypoport's 
business model. 
 
According to Ronald Slabke, Co-CEO, who founded the company jointly 
with Kretschmar: "Our use of the internet and our wide range of products 
have made us one of the fastest growing providers of financial services in 
Germany". 
 

Setting course for growth 

Hypoport is an internet-based provider of all-round financial services. The 
two corporate divisions – the sale of all-round financial services and B2B 
financial marketplaces – occupy an excellent position in the growing 
market for financial services that the company wishes to expand.  
In the division selling all-round financial services, the company's wholly 
owned subsidiary Dr. Klein offers independent financial advice. Its range 
of products and services targets private clients with a marked affinity for 
the internet. The products offered range from mortgage financing to 
insurance products right up to current accounts. Clients can choose 
whether to transact their required products directly through the internet, on 
the telephone, or in one of about 80 branch offices throughout Germany.

Setting course for Europe 

In its second business division – B2B financial marketplaces – Hypoport operates an internet marketplace for 
arranging financial service products. Hypoport brings together a large number of banks and other product 
providers comprising several thousand financial advisors over the internet in its EUROPACE marketplace, thus 
enabling contracts to be concluded quickly, directly and cost efficiently. These include ING-DiBa, Deutsche 
Postbank and DKB together with the sales organisations AWD, Creditweb Deutschland, Bonnfinanz or Deutsche 
Ring. In the first half 2007, transaction volumes increased to € 6.2 billion, following € 4.1 billion in the first half 
2006. Kretschmar plots the course: "We see enormous growth potential in this sector abroad".  
The first step has already been taken: The company set up a joint venture with Stater B.V., the largest mortgage 
servicer in the Netherlands, at the beginning of 2007.  
 
The EUROPACE platform also offers a section for lenders in their role as 
issuers when securitising loan portfolios. Investors interested in such 
transactions can find details of about 1,250 European securitisation 
transactions on EUROPACE. In this respect, EUROPACE acts as an 
information platform.
